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2024 Summer Vacation Accommodation

This application is open in two phases.

The first phase is exclusively for students residing in the dormitories during the
second semester of the 112th academic year.

The second phase is open to all students.

As dormitory spaces are limited, applications will be processed on a first-come,
first-served basis.

First Phase: May 15, 2024 (Wednesday) to May 21, 2024 (Tuesday).
Second Phase: May 22, 2024 (Wednesday) to May 31, 2024 (Friday).
A late fee of 100 TWD will be charged for applications or payments made after this
date.

Payments can be made at the Cashier's Office from Monday to Friday, between 8:30
AM and 3:30 PM.Late applicants must visit the Dormitory Service Center to
request a new payment form.

Full Summer: 6,350 TWD. For the period from June 23 to September 6.

Summer A: 6,350 TWD .Until August 16 for those with a bed in the Second
Semester of 112th Year.

Summer B: 6,350 TWD .From July 1 to September 6, available to those with a bed
in the First Semester of 113th Year.

Only applicants with bed allocations for both the Second Semester of the 112th year
and the First Semester of the 113th year may apply.

From August 26th to August 28th, residents must move to the dormitories for the
113th academic year.

From June 23rd to August 16th (available for those with a bed in the Second
Semester of the 112th year, but no bed in the First Semester of the 113th year).
Must vacate by 4:00 PM on August 16th.

From July 1st to September 6th (no bed in the Second Semester of the 112th year,
but a bed in the First Semester of the 113th year). Move-in is restricted to after 9:00
AM on July Ist.

From August 26th to August 28th, residents must comply with the move to the

dormitories for the 113th academic year.

Please Note: A cleaning fee of 500 TWD will be charged for those who do not pass the dormitory

cleaning inspection.



2024 Summer Vacation Accommodation

Due to air conditioning installations, only graduate dormitories are available for summer

accommodation.

Centralized accommodation is mandatory. Rooms will be assigned by the Residential Services Team.

Full Summer and Summer A, B are only available in graduate dormitories, until fully booked.

Short-term stays must comply with specified dates for original and new room types.
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Those without accommodation eligibility for the 113th academic year may stay in
Summer A accommodation only until August 16th, 112th year, at 4:00 PM.

% In preparation for the arrival day of the 1131 semester and dormitory cleaning,
any personal belongings left after this period will be treated as abandoned and
discarded without recourse.

Those on the waiting list must also vacate and clean out their rooms by August 16th.

The earliest check-in date for summer accommodation is July Ist of the 113th year,
starting at 9:00 AM. A security deposit of 2,000 TWD is required, which will be
refunded upon departure, provided there are no damages and keys are returned on

time to the dormitory service center.

There are no accommodation charges for the dates September 7th-8th.

Submit the completed form for approval.
Pay the fee at the Cashier's Office by the designated date.

Upon moving in, present the receipt and sign the summer accommodation register.

Correspondence must be labeled with the 112-2 room number and placed in the

designated "Summer Mail Temporary Box." Registered mail is recommended.
